Recollections of guilt and
regret are punctuated by wry observations on getqrly, ideas, and their relationships with
the men in their lives.

If We Are Women originally premiered in the U.S. in 1993, and Watsr produced in
London starring Joan Plowright and Diana Quickpinsg the London Financial Times to
comment: “...This play is tenderly affecting.
